The Waorani tribe of the Amazon Rainforest

A. The Waorani tribe, who live in the Amazon Rainforest in the
Ecuadorian Andes, live completely differently from the way most of
us live. They have always preferred to live on hilltops to avoid
being close to big rivers, which could flood, and their lifestyle has
hardly changed for thousands of years.

B. Each village traditionally has one or two long houses made of the
natural materials he tribe finds in the forest. These are usually
occupied by an older married man and his extended family. When
there are more than about 30 people in the house, one of the man’s
brothers usually builds another house within an hour’s walk.
